During this period, he was entrusted with important
duties, such as Chargé d’'Affaires in Beijing, Deputy Permanent
Representative of the Republik of Slovenia to the United Nations in
New York, and State Secretary at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and,
most recently, Ambassador of the Republic of Slovenia to the United
States of America. Minister Zbogar is 46 years old, married and has
